1. With the door open, turn the power off. Open the top dip switch or unhook the top wire switch on the
microprocessor. Turn the power back on. The display should read CONF.

To advance a menu press 1. To adjust the feature press either 2 or 4. To enter some menus press 3.
If the TEST mode resets back to CONF, or does not complete an action; there is probably something
wrong with that particular circuit.

Wait for the basket to stop spinning and the door to unlock. Turn off power. Reset the dip or hook switch

to the original position. Turn the power back on.
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
